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Bloody murder after Darshan amidst controversy: MLA Annapurna's food crisis: The food

not repaying loan

Ahmedabad, An incident of
violence came to light in Bopal,
Ahmedabad on the night of
March 27. A young man living
in his colony had asked a
young man working as a
housemaid for money. When
the young man refused to give
the money, about 11 young
men got together and beat the
young man to death with
wooden sticks and a baton. A
video of the entire violence
also surfaced. Currently, the
police have registered a case
of rioting in this entire matter
and have arrested 11 people
and started legal action.

The complainant was
going to work with his brother-
in-law.

In this case, the victim,
Arjunlal Somaji Nanoma
(aged 30), has stated in the

police complaint filed that, I
live in Shantipura, opposite
Applewood, in Patra Rooms,
next to the Sikoter Maa
Temple in Bopal. I earn my
living by doing housework in
the Sky City Society building
and in different other
buildings. On March 27, at
around 8 am, I and my
brother-in-law, Ganeshbhai
Kalubhai Meena Shela, were
going to Sky City to do
housework.

Around 11 youths got
together and beat up the
complainant.

He refused to swear and
was slapped twice.

Meanwhile, on the way,
Yogesh Meena and Rahul

Sarpota, both of whom lived
in our colony, came to us and
demanded money. Since I did
not have any money, I refused,
so they got angry with me. At
that time, my family brother-
in-law Ganeshbhai asked me
not to swear. So Rahul
Rajubhai Sarpota slapped him
twice. Later, to avoid further
quarrel, my brother-in-law
and I went to Sky City for our
work. About 11 people beat
the complainant together.
Half an hour later, Yogesh
Nagji Meena and Rahul
Rajubhai Sarpota, his friends
Vikas Prakash Meena,
Madeshbhai Somalal Baranda,
two-wheeler and a club in
their hands, came to Riviera
Elite in Sky City Society and
started  beating me
indiscriminately.

opens temple's closed doors amid

Amidst the escalating
internal dispute of the trustee
board in the Shri Kubereshwar
Someshwar Joint Trust of the
Karnali pilgrimage site, Dabhoi
MLA Shailesh Mehta has tried
to mediate and resolve the
matter. The new trustee board
was formed about one and a
half years ago with the
appointment of new trustees
in the Shri Kubereshwar
Someshwar Joint Trust of the
Shri Kuber Bhandari Temple
located in the Karnali
pilgrimage site on the banks
of the Narmada in Vadodara
district. After which the chief
trustee Mahant Dineshgiriji
and the trustee board took the
helm with a positive approach
to provide various facilities to
the Shiva devotees coming
from all over the country to
have darshan of Dada in the
Kuber Bhandari Temple.

But after the formation of
the new board of trustees,
internal concerns about the
financial and other
administration of the temple
arose, and Parindu Bhagat,
Bharat Bhagat and Niranjan
Vaidya approached the Charity
Commissioner and demanded
that the institution be stopped
from incurring losses due to
mismanagement and various
transactions and operations.
Following which, the Joint
Charity Commissioner issued
an interim injunction till April
11. On Friday, the matter
became tense when the
trustees of the Panchayati
Akhara called bouncers and

beat up the priests including
the temple priest Tushar
Bhatt, violating the order. The
matter became tense and the
temple premises was turned
into a police camp.

The main gate of the
temple was kept closed as the
dispute continued for a long
time. To prevent the dispute
from getting heated up further
and the devotees coming for
darshan from the night before
Amasa from being disturbed,
Dabhoi MLA Shailesh Mehta
came to Karnali and opened
the temple gates at 12
midnight and opened them for
Saturday Amasa darshan.
First, he discussed with the
temple trustees and later with
the priests who reached the
police station and played a
role in resolving the issue. In
a conversation with the media,
MLA Shailesh Mehta said that
he has been coming for
darshan on the Ekadashi date
of every month for 25
consecutive years, but for the
first time he is happy to have
received the meritorious
benefit of opening the temple
gates. We will meet again with
the temple trustees and priests
and bring a happy solution to
this entire dispute in a short
time.

What is a more serious
problem than inflation and
poverty? If you want the right
answer to this, you have to go
to Kasampura village in
Karjan. The negligence of the
supply and police system is a
bigger problem than inflation
and a more serious problem
than poverty. According to
experts, a village of one
thousand people has enough
wheat to eat bread for more
than a hundred days, enough
rice to last a month, enough
sugar to drink tea for 2
months, and enough salt to
last 100 days in pulses and
vegetables, which has rotted
due to the carelessness of the
system. During the Corona
period, an unauthorized
quantity of cheap government
food grains was seized from
the room of Trikambhai's farm
in Kasampura, Karjan. The
Deputy Mamlatdar of Supply
registered a case against 2
and the matter went to the
High Court, no action was
taken for 5 years and the food
grains were eaten by vermin.

During the Corona period,
the government announced a
relief package and allowed the
operators of cheap food grains
to distribute food grains by
entering offline to avoid
crowding. According to the
police complaint, the
president and sarpanch of the
Cheap Food Association,
Pravin Ambalal Patel, and
Deepak Om Prakash Khinchi of
Karjan Nawabazar, who
worked as Mehtaji, made a
wrong entry in the online
register that wheat, rice,
gram, sugar and salt were
distributed to the cardholders
and were distributed in the
room of Trikambhai's Wada in
Kasampur. Karjan police
seized this unauthorized
quantity of Rs. 5.21 lakh in May
2020. The Deputy Mamlatdar

of the Supply Department
registered a case against both
of them. As per the rules, the
fine amount of this seized
quantity has to be released
from the administrators for the
distribution of food grains.
However, when the matter
reached the High Court, the
food grains were lying in the
room for 5 years. Due to which
pests have settled in it. The
quantity of cheap food grains
was given to the cardholders
of Kasampur, Kurali and
Dhawat. From this quantity, 1
thousand people of any one
village could have eaten roti
and rice for more than 3
months. Regarding this,
former president of the Cheap
Food Association and accused
in the case, Pravin Patel, said
that laborers were called to
distribute food grains during
Corona, who were beaten up
by the police. The police
seized the quantity and forced
the Mamlatdar to register a
crime. We filed a case in the
High Court. They asked to
release the grain but they did
not release it saying that the
court has the right. If this grain
has rotted today, whose
responsibility is it?

Insects have entered our
house and started eating the
grains. Former Sarpanch of

N

Kasampura, Gopalbhai
Bhagat, said that the grains
have completely rotted.
Insects have fallen in them.
Due to this, insects also come
to the surrounding houses. As
soon as evening falls, swarms
of insects come out and
snakes have also started
roaming around. Grass has
grown around the room. The
rotten grains smell so bad that
we have to spray medicine.
The village has a population
of 650 people. Farmers face
so much trouble in cooking
grains and thousands of kilos
of grains have rotted here due
to the inaction of the officials.
The women said that due to
the rotting of these grains,
insects enter our houses,
insects also eat the grains in
our house.

Supply: The quantity was
seized after checking in 2020,
the case is pending in the High
Court. Checking was done at
the shop in Kasampura on May
25, 2020. The shop owner had
filed a case in the High Court
along with private individuals
filing cases and the quantity

meets CJI in support of UP High Court Bar and

There has been an
uproar in the judiciary after
money was found in a fire
incident at a judge's house
in the Delhi High Court. At
that time, Gujarat High Court
Advocates Association
President Brijesh Trivedi
supported the Uttar Pradesh
High Court Bar Association.
The Uttar Pradesh High Court
Bar Association opposed the
collegium's decision to
transfer Judge Yashwant
Verma from the Delhi High
Court to the Uttar Pradesh

High Court.
Gujarat High Court
Advocates Association

President Brijesh Trivedi,
Kerala High Court Advocates
Association President,
Karnataka High Court
Advocates Association
President, Madhya Pradesh
High Court Advocates
Association President, UP
High Court Advocates
Association President met
Chief Justice of India Sanjiv
Khanna and the Collegium
regarding this issue. A group
of Bar Association Presidents
has been formed. 10 office
bearers could not come due
to short notice. These
representatives discussed
with the Supreme Court
Collegium and Chief Justice
for about 20 minutes. They
demanded that a complaint
be registered against Judge

Verma after the completion
of the preliminary
investigation.

Brijesh Trivedi said that
earlier Justice Verma had
given a statement that he
had not received the money.
But the Supreme Court,
while uploading the video on
its side, gave a statement
that the money was not mine.
Moreover, representatives of
the High Court Bar
Association had also
submitted to the CJI and the
Collegium that there was a
delay in taking action against
Judge Verma. Apart from the
CJI, Judge Suryakant, Judge
Gavai etc. were present in
this meeting. The office
bearers of different bar
associations had demanded
strong changes to remove
corruption from the judiciary.
They had said that if an
ordinary government
employee is caught taking a
bribe of a small amount of
money, the court does not
release him, then why
should there be a different
treatment for the judge?

It is worth mentioning
that this visit of Brijesh
Trivedi created a stir in the
Gujarat High Court
Advocates Association. The
former president of the High
Court and senior advocate
had opposed this visit of the
current president of the
association. They also
expressed their displeasure
for doing this work without
asking the association. While
most of the lawyers came in
support of the president of
the High Court Advocates
Association. They also
praised him for opposing
corruption.

Internal transfer of 38
policemen in Ahmedabad

38 policemen of
Ahmedabad city have been
transferred to the crime and
traffic department. Police
Commissioner G. S. Malik has
ordered internal transfer of 38
policemen including police
constables and head
constables.

It is worth mentioning
that some time ago, orders
were given to transfer 25 IPS
officers of the state. 215 police
personnel were transferred
internally. A few days ago,
215 police personnel were
transferred in Surendranagar
with immediate effect.

Girish Pandya had ordered the
transfer of 215 police
personnel, some of whom

were transferred on their own
request. Some of the
personnel were transferred in
the public interest.
